Main Beach Membership for LDHA Members

Your membership entitles you, your family and friends to enjoy the beach and swimming area marked by
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buoys. The Beach Membership does not include boating or fishing rights.
LDLA Main Beach Area Rules and Regulations

The Lake Doster Main Beach is the private property of the Lake Doster Lake Association and
restricted to the exclusive use of the LDLA members and those who hold an active, approved
seasonal Main Beach Membership.

Guests of a Main Beach member must be accompanied by the sponsoring Main Beach member. A
guest is defined as any person(s) that are not the Main Beach member, their children, or their
grandchildren.

Use the beach area at your own risk and liability. There is no LDLA supervision of the beach area,
nor will lifeguards be present.

No firearms allowed.

No smoking or vaping.

Swimming is only allowed in the designated, buoyed area.

Glass is not allowed on the sand area, in the water between the mooring posts, or in the immediate
surrounding areas.

The possession and/or consumption of alcohol by anyone under the age of 21 is prohibited.
Ground fires are only permitted in the fire pit.

All trash must be removed from the beach area. Trash containers, if available, may be used if not
full. Do not place trash alongside a full trash container. If the container is full, please take your trash
with you.

Dogs are not allowed on the sand area of the beach or in the water between the mooring posts.
Dogs outside the sand area must be kept on a leash consistent with the Allegan County Leash
Ordinance. Please clean up after your pets.

There is no exclusive use of the beach. Requests to sponsor an activity at the beach must complete a
Land Use form, found on the website, and submitted to the LDLA email prior to the event.

The beach is closed 30 minutes after sunset. Use after sunset is permitted only with prior approval
of the LDLA Lake Manager. See the LDLA website for contact information.

Basketball court rules:

Resident member must be present

Hours: 9 am-8:30 pm or 30 minutes after sunset

No play after dark (Dark is considered 30 minutes after sunset)

Limit 12 on or near court at any time

No skateboards or roller blades on court

Proper footwear required

Do not hang on the rim or net

No alcohol or glass bottles on court

No smoking or vaping

No firearms allowed
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
